Public Works and Infrastructure and Agriculture and Fisheries

SUBJECT:

A Resolution authorizing the Honorable City Mayor Pablo Yves L Dumlao Il to
enter into a Memorandum of Understanding with the Philippine Fisheries Development Authority for
the construction of the Surigao City Fish Port at Barangay Washington, Surigao City.

FACTS/FINDINGS:

The joint Committee on Public Works and Infrastructure and Agriculture and Fisheries
conducted a hearing last April 29, 2024 to discuss the request of the City Mayor denominated as
URGENT asking for a resolution to authorize him to enter into a Memorandum of Understanding
with the Philippine Fisheries Development Authority (PFDA) for the construction of the Surigao City
Fish Port at Barangay Washington, Surigao City. The proposed Memorandum of Understanding
(MOU) between the Local Government Unit of Surigao and PFDA represents the initial steps
towards establishing a mutually beneficial collaboration for the construction and operation of the
fish port. The Surigao City Fish Port Project aims to address the growing demands and challenges
in the fisheries sector, particularly in Surigao City and its neighboring areas in Caraga Region.

During the joint committee hearing, it was noted that there is already significant progress in
processing the documentary requirements from the different offices and other agencies involved in
the project, with the understanding that the documentary requirements needed by the Philippine
Fisheries Development Authority (PFDA) will be filed and processed even before the signing of the
Memorandum of Understanding. This shows that all parties involved are firmly committed to
making sure the project will push through. In addition, the favorable discussions and support
indicated a shared commitment to see this initiative move forward. The amount of 100 Million
pesos is now available under the 2024 General Appropriations Act to fund Phase 1 of the Project.

RECOMMENDATION:

The committee has thoroughly reviewed the proposed Memorandum  of
Understanding with the Philippine Fisheries Development Authority (PFDA) to build the Surigao
City Fish Port. We strongly recommend authorizing the Honorable City Mayor Pablo Yves L.
Dumlao I, to enter into the Memorandum of Understanding with the Philippine Fisheries
Development Authority for the construction of the Surigao City Fish Port, moving forward with this
partnership due to its clear benefits to our city.

SUBJECT:

Urgent request of the City Mayor Pablo Yves L. Dumlao 11 for an authority to apply for a
Protected Area Management Board (PAMB) Clearance, Environmental Compliance Certificate
(ECC), and Special Agreement on Protected Area (SAPA) from the Department of Environment
and Natural Resources for the proposed Nabago Mariculture Project to be funded by the Bureau of
Fisheries and Aquatic Resources (BFAR) of the Department of Agriculture (DA).

FACTS/FINDINGS:

During the hearing to address the request of the Honorable City Mayor, Engr. Joal
Casurra of the City Enro explained that ‘the proposed Mariculture project will cover a total area of
24.5 hectares and that a portion of the proposed area falls within the DENR identified Surigao City-
Taganaan-Placer Protected Landscape and Seascape area” thus the need for an authority to apply
for a PAMB clearance, Environmental Compliance Certificate, and Special Agreement on Protected
Area from the Department of Environment and Natural Recourses.

RECOMMENDATION:

The committee hereby recommends the passage of a resolution granting the
Honorable City Mayor the authority to apply for a Protected Area Management Board
Clearance,  Environmental =~ Compliance  Certificate, and  Special ~ Agreement on
Protected Area from the Department of Environment and Natural Resources.

WHEREAS, Section 5 of City Ordinance No. 279, Series of 2008, provides that the marine
waters fronting Barangay Nabago and Cabongbongan which is ideal for large scale Bangus
culture, Bangua and Siganid culture, Grouper culture, Pampano/Talakitok culture, seaweeds and
Lato culture, Pearly oyster culture and propagation, sea ranching, Lobster culture, seashore
culture, sea urchin culture, sea cucumber culture, and giant clam culture;

WHEREAS, Presidential Proclamation No. 2151, series of 1981-Declaring Certain Islands
and/or Parts of the Country as Wilderness Areas, AND the islands of Lamagon, Cepaya and
Cobeto all located at Panag Bay all in the province of Surigao del Norte were declared as such;

WHEREAS, Presidential Proclamation No. 2152, Series of 1981-Declaring the entire
province of Palawan and certain parcels of the public domain and/or parts of the country as
Mangrove Swamp Forest Reserves, including the islands of Siargao, Bucas Grande, Middle Bucos
and East Bucas all located at Dinagat Sound in province of Surigao del Norte, the island of
Dinagat, Hikdop, Sibale, Hanigad all located at Surigao strait all in the Province of Surigao del
Norte;
